
YAMPA VALLEY HOUSING AUTHORITY BOARD MEETING
May 25, 2010
Richard Lowe, Yampa Valley Housing Authority Board President, called the special monthly meeting of the Yampa Valley Housing Authority to order at 12:06 p.m.

Board members present:  Nancy Stahoviak, Kristi Brown, Ed MacArthur, Scott Myller, Trish Sullivan, and Jennifer Robbins. 
Others present:  Mary Alice Page-Allen, Housing Authority Asset/Program Manager.  Dee Bolton recorded the meeting and prepared the minutes. 

EN RE:  YAMPA VALLEY HOUSING AUTHORITY INTERGOVERNMENTAL AGREEMENT  
RESOLUTION
Mary Alice reviewed the Bylaws and Intergovernmental Agreement with the Colorado Intergovernmental Risk Sharing Agency, which had been reviewed by the Housing Authority’s attorney, Bob Weiss.  Mr. Weiss commented that the Housing Authority was a qualifying entity and was therefore entitled to enter into the Agreement by virtue of the functions and services that the Housing Authority provided the City of Steamboat Springs, which had approved a recommendation for the Housing Authority’s membership.  She stated that the CIRSA coverage met the criteria established in the Intergovernmental Agreement that had created the Housing Authority.  She noted that CIRSA had the appropriate rating and had coverages equal to or greater than those required in the Intergovernmental Agreement.  Thus, Mr. Weiss had no concern about the Housing Authority entering into the Intergovernmental Agreement.  She said that the coverages agreed to would lower the deductible for an annual savings of approximately $15,000 on the renewal of the insurance and that the coverage was greater than the current policy.  The payment due for the balance of the year was approximately $12,000, $10,000 of which covered the Hillside Village property and the remainder of which covered general and professional liability and crime coverage.    She explained that in June, she would meet with CIRSA representatives to learn more about the program’s requirements and the Housing Authority’s obligations.  Before the Board was a resolution that acknowledged the Board’s acceptance of the Intergovernmental Agreement and authorized the officers of the Housing Authority to sign the Intergovernmental Agreement.
MOTION

Nancy moved to adopt and authorize the President and the Secretary-Treasurer of the Yampa Valley Housing Authority to sign Resolution 2010-003, A Resolution Approving and Authorizing the Signing of Bylaws and Intergovernmental Agreement between the Yampa Valley Housing Authority and the Colorado Intergovernmental Risk Sharing Agency.  Kristi seconded; the motion carried unanimously.
