Nancy would like to welcome all new board members, and welcome Trish back for another term.  

EN RE:  REVIEW OF THE MINUTES FOR NOVEMBER 9, 2006

MOTION—APPROVAL OF MINUTES FOR NOVEMBER 9, 2006

Mary Alice Page-Allen moved to accept the November minutes, seconded by Loui Antonucci; the motion carried unanimously  


EN RE:  REVIEW OF THE MINUTES FOR DECEMBER 14, 2006


On behalf of Kathi Meyer, Nancy requested that in the future, when the Board is in Executive Session, the minutes should include a statement that upon adjournment of the Executive Session that the only item discussed in Executive Session was the designated topic and no other topics were discussed.   Nancy added that the name, “Rogers” needed to be changed to “Romberg,” with respect to addressing Bud Romberg.   Tony Seaver commented that in line 25 to correct spelling of “dissension.”  

MOTION—APPROVAL OF MINUTES FOR DECEMBER 14, 2006


Loui Antonucci moved to accept the minutes with corrections, seconded by Mary Alice Page-Allen; the motion carried unanimously.


 EN RE:  REVIEW OF THE NOVEMBER 2006 FINANCIAL REPORT

Elizabeth informed the board that the November 2006 financial reports from Pam were not ready yet.  

MOTION—TO TABLE THE  NOVEMBER  2006 FINANCIAL REPORT

Mary Alice Page-Allen moved to table the November 2006 financial report, seconded by Trish Sullivan; the motion was approved unanimously. 


EN RE: RECOGNITION OF BUD ROMBERG FOR HIS MANY YEARS OF SERVICE AND SUPPORT FOR AFFORDABLE HOUSING IN ROUTT COUNTY
Nancy mentioned that Bud had served on both the YVHA and on the housing advisory board and suggested that we have a reception for both Karen and Bud and present the plaques and vests at that time.
EN RE:  PUBLIC COMMENT

Nancy opened the floor for comments from the public.  No public comment was offered.  Nancy welcomed Mike Lawrence from the Steamboat Pilot to the meeting.  Public comment closed.

Nancy commented that time should be scheduled at next month’s meeting for Kathi to give final comments.  The nominee for President was Mary Alice Page-Allen.  Nancy opened the floor for nominations; none were given.  
The nominee for Vice President was Tony Seaver.  Nancy opened the floor for nominations; none were given.  

The nominee for Secretary-Treasurer was Kathi Meyer.  Nancy opened the floor for nominations; none were given.

MOTION— APPROVALS OF NEW YVHA BOARD OFFICERS

Loui Antonucci moved to accept the nomination for Mary Alice Page-Allen as the YVHA Board President, seconded by Trish Sullivan; the motion carried unanimously.

Trish Sullivan moved to accept the nomination for Tony Seaver as the YVHA Board Vice President, seconded by Loui Antonucci; the motion carried unanimously.

Loui Antonucci moved to accept the nomination for Kathi Meyer as the YVHA Board Secretary/Treasurer, seconded by Mary Alice Page-Allen; the motion carried unanimously.  

Nancy turned the remainder of the meeting over to Mary Alice to conduct as the new YVHA Board President.  

EN RE:  YVHA COMMITTEE ASSIGMENTS 
Mary Alice commented that each board member must participate in at least one committee.  Mary Alice asked that a clean chart will be included in the next board meeting in order to fill in the holes left by those not present.  Tony asked that Chair persons for each committee be identified and denoted on the next chart.

EN RE:  RESOLUTION 2007-001; REGARDING PLACES FOR POSTING OF NOTICES AND MEETINGS OF YVHA

Tony clarified that nothing had changed from the normal procedures.

MOTION— APPROVAL OF RESOLUTION 2007-001; REGARDING PLACES FOR POSTING OF NOTICES AND MEETINGS OF YVHA

Nancy Stahoviak moved to accept resolution 2007-001, regarding places for posing of notice and meetings of YVHA, seconded by Loui Antonucci; the motion carried unanimously. 

EN RE:  CONSIDERATION OF LETTER TO CITY COUNCIL REQUESTING JOINT MEETING

Nancy commented that the City Council had made an offer to the Housing Authority to have a joint work session to better clarify each entities’ roles and responsibilities.  The Executive Committee is concerned that if there is still confusion on the part of the voters, then the chances of having a ballot issue pass is diminished.  Loui suggested that a phone call needed to be made to see if the Housing Authority is on the agenda for January 23rd.  

MOTION— APPROVAL TO SEND A LETTER TO CITY COUNCIL REQUESTING A JOINT MEETING INCLUDING CORRECTIONS
Loui Antonucci moved to send the letter with corrections, seconded by Tony Seaver, the motion carried unanimously.

EN RE:  2007 WORK PROGRAM

Mary Alice recapped at the last meeting as to what the board felt Elizabeth’s time should be devoted to.  Elizabeth commented that she would like to come up with a timeline and a more specific plan.  She reported that Fox Creek USDA loans should be wrapped up in February and the all units should be closed by the end of the first quarter of 2007.  

Elizabeth reported that the New Projects Committee will help establish a more comprehensive timeline for Elk River Village.  She also noted that there will be changes in the methodology of the lottery list.  Mary Alice asked how involved Elizabeth would be with the New Projects Committee.  Elizabeth replied that she will be as involved as possible.  Nancy added that this would be a good opportunity for Elizabeth to learn more about the entire project.

After considerable discussion it was determined that there needs to be a more aggressive outreach to find those who are out there who may need housing.  In addition, we also need to track what is going on in the market, which will also help get the message out to the community.  Mary Alice asked who would be privy to our  information.  Elizabeth answered that the information would be completely confidential.  Nancy also suggested that we ask if participants would like to be notified if there are any housing opportunities that arise that respond to their housing needs.    

Elizabeth reiterated that she would like to submit a more comprehensive and detailed report at the next meeting to include her administrative duties.  Tony added that if something else were to arise that the list would be reprioritized.  Nancy added that policies and procedures needed to be established.  Mary Alice agreed and suggested that the issue be on the next Executive Committee meeting agenda.  
EN RE:  STRATEGIC COMMITTEE PRESENTATION OF ALTERNATIVES A AND B REGARDING 2007 BALLOT PROPOSALS

Nancy recapped the differences in proposal A and B that will be presented in the community outreach meeting on January 19th from 12 P.M. to 1 P.M.  Eric Smith suggested that the general public needed to know how the money will be spent.  Loui Antonucci suggested that we invite the general public.
